DuPont Students May Attend DuPont Schools in 2006 
  

 
      
 
 
 
At its February 22nd meeting the Steilacoom Historical School  
District School Board unanimously passed a resolution authorizing all 
students residing in the portions of the City of DuPont currently within 
the Clover Park School District to attend schools within the Steilacoom 
Historical School District No. 1 beginning with the 2006-2007 school 
year. 
 
In order to make the transfer, a “Release to Attend Form” from the Clo-
ver Park School District must be obtained from the Clover Park School 
District Student Services Center located at 10903 Gravelly Lake Dr. SW, 
Lakewood, WA 98499 (ph# 253-583-5000). The next step is to bring the 
completed form with Clover Park’s consent and signature to the SHSD 
Office located at 510 Chambers Street, Steilacoom WA 98388.  Accord-
ing to Penny Jackson, SHSD Assistant Superintendent, parents of stu-
dents wishing to transfer should begin the process in late June/early July. 
 
While the resolution authorizing attendance had already been scheduled 
on the February 22nd Board Agenda, it was joined with the announcement 
that earlier in the day the Washington State Court of Appeals had denied 
Clover Park School District’s appeal of the Educational Service District’s 
(ESD) boundary decision bringing all of the City of DuPont within 
Steilacoom Historical School District No. 1 boundaries. 
 
“This is indeed a celebratory day for the DuPont/Northwest  
Landing citizens,” said Dr. Art Himmler, SHSD superintendent. “The 
citizens of DuPont have tried to achieve this school boundary adjustment 
since 1987, trying various avenues.”

 Police Department to Get an ATV 
 
The DuPont Police Department will soon be patrolling the 
many miles of trails on an All Terrain Vehicle (ATV).  
This vehicle has been obtained through an emergency  
services grant.  Our goal is to make the trails safer and to: 
 

1. Reduce arson and fireworks activity that has been prevalent in past years. 
2. Reduce illegal dumping that has been making our trails unsightly at times. 
3. Address the animal complaints related to leash law and scoop violations. 
 
The vehicle will have winch capability and other safety equipment necessary to 
perform some rescue duties and enforcement functions.  Please be safe and look 
for us on the trails.

As the days begin to stay lighter longer and the weather begins to turn nicer, 
our children will be playing outside more and more with each passing day.  
Here at City Hall we are already beginning to receive calls from parents with 
concerns about drivers exceeding the speed limit on neighborhood streets and 
near our park facilities.

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Help Us Protect Your Drinking Water Supply 
 
The City of DuPont is aggressively working to protect your drinking water  
supply from contamination.  Part of this effort is called the “Cross Connection 
Control Program”.  This program ensures that used or non-potable water, or 
other contaminates, do not enter our drinking water system.  This program  
assures that customers take the proper precautions to prevent this type of  
drinking water contamination through annual inspection and testing, as well as 
by assuring that all plumbing code requirements are properly followed. 
 
A cross connection is any temporary or permanent connection between a public 
water system or a consumer’s potable water supply and any source or system 
containing non-potable water or other substances.  An example is the piping 
between a public water system or a consumer’s potable water supply and an 
auxiliary water system, cooling system or irrigation system. 
 
DuPont water system customers regulated by the “Cross Connection Control 
Program” will be contacted when the annual inspection and testing is due for 
their facilities.  More detailed information is available by contacting the DuPont 
Public Works Department at 253-912-5381. 
 
The City would also like to remind those DuPont residents who have landscape 
irrigation systems that you will soon be receiving your annual system backflow 
testing notices.  These annually required tests ensure that water from the  
irrigation system does not “backflow” into the drinking water system. 
 
If you are thinking of installing a landscape irrigation system on your property, 
you are reminded that a permit from the City of DuPont is required.  Please  
contact the City Building Department at 253-912-5381 to discuss the permitting 
and inspection requirements associated with your irrigation system installation.

Second Presentation in the Centennial Series 
 

Come with us back in time 168 years to the establishment of the first settle-
ment of US Citizens in Puget Sound - the Nisqually Mission - as we explore, 
through a dramatic presentation, the story of the first residents of what is now 
DuPont.  
 
The site of the Mission (yes, it was right here in DuPont) has been called the 
"cradle of US civilization" in Puget Sound, since it witnessed the first US set-
tlement, the first marriage of US citizens, the first child born to those settlers, 
the first 4th of July celebration west of the Rockies and the first school. 
 
Although the Nisqually Mission existed for a very short time (1839-1842), it 
established a US presence in a region dominated by the British and opened the 
door to further settlement by US citizens. 
 

Pet Owners-Please Scoop !!  Use Your New  
Dogi-Pot Pet Waste Stations!! It’s Responsible, 
Courteous and It’s the Law !! 

 
Once again, City Hall is receiving complaints about residents who do not 
clean up after their dog while out walking.  During the month of February, for 
your convenience, the City’s Public Works Crew installed 15 new “Dogi-Pot” 
pet waste disposal facilities at parks and trails throughout the City.  These 
facilities include small plastic waste bags for use in picking up your pet’s 
waste material, as well as a container in which the plastic bags can be  
deposited when full.  Please use these new facilities to remove your pet’s  
fecal matter from trails, yards, sidewalks, parking strips, village greens, parks, 
etc.  This is the responsible, courteous thing for a pet owner to do - and it’s 
the law.  The City crew will be keeping the facilities stocked with bags and 
emptied on a regular basis for your convenience.  Please let us know (call

Attention: All Residents Living Adjacent to Greenbelt Areas…. 
 

 As outdoor gardening activities increase with our approach towards Spring, 
this is a friendly reminder that it is illegal to dump any materials in the green-
belt areas.  This includes lawn and garden materials, excavated rocks, sod, or 
dirt.  By City Ordinance, the green belts are protected areas, and are not  
intended for personal “yard extensions” or convenient “refuse repositories”.  
We will be enacting a periodic inspection of all properties adjacent to  
greenbelts to assure that City Ordinances are being  
followed.  Please respect the rights of all citizens by  
protecting the greenbelt through proper disposal of your 
yard waste materials and by containing your property to its 
legal description.
